Interesting Facts about the Seventh-day Adventist Church

Pioneers of the Seventh -day Adventist Church

John Harvey Kellogg (1852 -1943)

Dr. Kellogg was a famous surgeon and hedth edu-
cator who in 1876 was appointed superintendent of
the Western Hedth Reform Institute in Bettle
Creek, Michigan, immediately upon completion of
his medical training a Bellevue Hospita Medica

College in New York. He rapidly developed the.

Institute into a large, well-equipped sanitarium and
hospital complex that became known worldwide for its success at
building hedth through natural therapies and hedth principles. Kel-
logg invented cornflakes and other dry cereals now manufactured
the world over, though it was his brother, Will Kellogg, who per-
fected and manufactured these breakfast foods. In his later years,
Dr. Kellogg came into disagreement with church leadership over
direction of the church’s medical work and lost his church member-
ship.
