Loma Linda Refers to two entities: (1) Loma Linda University a 
Seventh-day Adventist University in southern California offering a full 
undergraduate program as well as a full array of graduate degrees in 
the medical and healthcare fields. (2) Loma Linda University Medical 
Center, an SDA hospital on the university campus known worldwide 
for its leading-edge medical research and surgical activities.  For 
many years it also referred to Loma Linda Foods, a manufacturer of 
vegetarian textured vegetable protein.  A few labels are still pack-
aged by the new owner, The Kellogg Company of Battle Creek.  

Pioneers of the Seventh-day Adventist Church  

Joseph Bates (1792-1872) 
A sea captain who retired in 1828, Joseph Bates, 
with James and Ellen White, led out in forming the 
Seventh-day Adventist Church.  He experienced 
the great disappointment of the Millerite move-
ment in 1844 without losing his faith, and after 
reading an article in 1845 on the seventh-day Sab-
bath, he began keeping it.  Later, he carried the 
good news of the Sabbath to James and Ellen 
White, and worked closely with them in ministry 

and in raising up the organized Seventh-day Adventist Church. -
